	Important Information on New Lead Specifications for Jewelry


Dear Supplier:

Attached are new Proposition 65 Specifications for jewelry that you must strictly follow.  If the jewelry you supply to us does not meet these specifications, we will not pay you for the order and you will be liable for any fines.  Failure to comply may also result in a loss of future business with you.

There are Proposition 65 Specifications for Children's Jewelry, Body Piercing Jewelry, and all other jewelry.

Except for glass, crystal, and ceramic used in Children's Jewelry and phthalates in PVC, the Proposition 65 Specifications are based on a lead acid digestion test.  There is a limit of 1 gram for glass, crystal, and ceramic used in Children's Jewelry.  We include a guide for laboratory test procedures called Laboratory Test Protocols.

Any natural material such as leather, shells, feathers, and bone must be treated in a manner that does not add lead except for the use of dyes which can contain up to 600 ppm lead.

We will periodically ask you to provide us with laboratory data or reliable information from manufacturers and suppliers to confirm that the components comply with the Proposition 65 Specifications.

Please note that all metal with more than 1.5% must be plated in accordance with the attached Best Management Practices.

Please carefully review the attached Proposition 65 Jewelry Specifications, Best Management Practices for Plating Facilities, and Laboratory Testing Protocols.  Please sign and return the acknowledgement to me.
